A graphical symbol is defined as a visually perceptible figure used to transmit information
independently of language. It may be produced by drawing, printing or other means. The principles for
the creation of graphical symbols for use on equipment are described in IEC 80416-1.

To respond to the increasing international interest in the design and use of graphical symbols, this
collection presents a certain number of graphical symbols for use on office equipment.

Reference should be made to IEC 80416-3 for rules for the application and modification of the graphical
symbols and for supplementary information.

The process of creating new symbols is described in ISO/IEC Directives, Part 1 and|Consolidated
ISO Supplement:2018, Annex SH and IEC Supplement (Annex SL, Processes for thewaliflation of new
graphilcal symbols for use on equipment).
