1 Scope

This Interpational Standard specifies the dimensions of closed inserts, with self-locking MJ-threads [and reduced
flanges, in metallic material, coated or uncoated, for honeycomb and composite materials. The [classification
referring t¢ strength and temperature, depending on the core material and potting compeund, is not spgcified.

This Interrjational Standard is only applicable to the compilation of aerospace product standards.
